NAMES ARCHITECT FOR REBUILDING PROJECT

Eight months after fire destroyed the sanctuary at the historic 1901 church; members have selected an architect to begin the rebuilding of this historic place of worship.  Members are pleased to announce that the building committee highly recommended Ben Heimsath and his firm to design the new facility.

Heimsath Architects is a long-time Austin firm, whose beginnings were that of a family business which began in 1959.  The foundation for the firm was much older, as Charles H. Heimsath was a builder in San Antonio.  Charles’ son, Clovis, grew up in the trade and drew his first commercial design in 1959.  Later, Clovis’ son, Ben, joined the family firm of Heimsath Architects.

Ben Heimsath will be the lead on the First Baptist Church project and his experienced plan of utilizing collaborative communication with the church, community and committees is well proven in the many church projects successfully completed by Heimsath.  First Baptist has begun these collaborative meetings and the spirit of the church will be reflected in all designs.

The chair of the church building committee, Charles  Haydon, says “Our church is so blessed to have an architect of Ben’s caliber and dedication helping us to rebuild our building by reflecting the spirit of our members”.  Heimsath will work with GuideOne/Taylor Ball, the construction project management firm selected to lead the rebuilding.  Senior project manager, Eric Johnson told the building committee, “I believe you made a very good choice in Heimsath Architects; they understand how to communicate with church groups to find the true spirit of the congregation”.

First Baptist is currently meeting in the fellowship hall, just behind where the sanctuary once stood.  The walls of the sanctuary remain standing in hopes of incorporating them into the new church.
