The First Baptist Church, Dripping Springs’ Youth Group is growing and expanding community missions.  They refer to themselves as “The Well”.  The week of Thanksgiving, The Well reached out to the large homeless population in Austin.  They solicited donations of toiletries from the congregation, and assembled them in Baggies.  They referred to this ministry as the Baggies ministry because they dispensed water bottles, toiletries and other items in Baggies.  The group wasn’t sure what to expect as they set out in their bus for areas where large homeless populations gather.  What they learned is that they definitely did not have enough of anything based on the need of this large population.  In addition to the items dispensed, these loving youth gave of themselves and their hearts to folks who felt abandoned and alone.  The group learned how difficult it is to get into the Salvation Army for a night, especially when the weather is bad because of over-crowding.  The group wants to do it before Christmas, and this time go armed with more water bottles and socks in large numbers. 

Now this active youth group is ringing out for the Salvation Army.  The young people are excited about being bell ringers at the local Walgreens.  The young adult class will be ringing on December 8th and The Well Youth Group on Wednesday, December 9th.  
First Baptist has been busy working on rebuilding the church and this will be the first community outreach for our new pastor, Craig Curry.   Curry has emphasized that our children are our future and he wants to reach out to all children, especially those who don’t yet have a Sunday school home.  The church’s youth group is growing steadily and with the group of young parents involved making sure the kids aren’t overlooked in the church growth.  This is one of the most active circles of parents and children a church could hope for and is attracting youth from the community.
