The large frame of the new sanctuary can be seen by anyone driving along Hwy 290 in Dripping Springs.  It is a comforting sight to see that the church is being rebuilt after the 2007 fire destroyed the old building.  Friends and neighbors of the church are asking, when will you be able to move in, and the answer is that our target is April 2010, even with the rain delays we have had.  Workman Commercial is doing a great job of keeping the project on time, even with the weather delays.  Building Committee Chair, Charlie Haydon meets bi-weekly with the contractor and  Heimsath Architects to iron out those little details that pop up during the construction phase and to deal those pesky details such as water meter sizes, locations, etc.  

After a great deal of engineering studying and approvals, the church was able to use the old foundation as it was not damaged in the fire.  The real foundation of First Baptist Church is not concrete; it is God’s word and his promise to us.  This church stands on a solid foundation of belief.  In regards to the framework, it is not steel nor  wood, it is the members themselves.  This church has withstood the test of faith in rebuilding not only a building, but also a church membership.

First Baptist has proven that when you build on God’s word, and stand together shoulder to shoulder during the trying times, the framework is in place.  The members who attend, those who formed the committees to rebuild, to raise funds, to search for a pastor, to lead the youth and to administer the budget and finances of the church are the framework of this church.  
On Monday, December 28th, the children’s Sunday school department reached out in a ministry to the workers building the new sanctuary by providing them with a goodie bag, followed by a  tour of the building construction by Site Superintendent, Doug Hill.    Project Manager Richard Reeves of Workman Commercial was touched by the fact that this group of children have been praying for them every week since construction began.  

Pastor Craig Curry became the permanent pastor as of December 1, and recognizes the strength of the members of his congregation to move forward with God’s will no matter who is in the pulpit or what adversity must be overcome.   Worship is each Sunday at 10:45 in the fellowship hall, right behind the construction site.
