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First Baptist Church of Dripping Springs Calls New Pastor

Some said that the First Baptist church of Dripping springs was destroyed when the fire took the sanctuary, however the congregation stood strong on faith and for the last two years has been healing with the help of Interim Pastor Les Collins.

The Pastor Search Committee, a very diverse group from the church took their time in reviewing candidates to fill the position of Pastor.  On December 6, 2009, Pastor Craig Curry will take the pulpit as the full time Pastor of the First Baptist Church of Dripping Springs.

What makes this calling of a Pastor newsworthy? The fact that this church that is over 100 years old and despite a large portion of the membership having crossed the half-century mark, the church has called a 30 year old Pastor.  The members of the church weren’t sure what to expect when they hosted meet and greet opportunities over the weekend.  Then on Sunday, October 25, 2009, Pastor Craig Curry preached to a packed church.  Immediately after the sermon, Curry and his wife, Fallon, excused themselves while the church held a called business meeting and called for the vote.  The church voted to bring this young pastor and his wife into the First Baptist Church of Dripping Springs family.

Pastor Craig Curry is married to Fallon Smith Curry and they are expecting their first child in early January.  Craig received his Master of Divinity from Logsdon Seminary, on the campus of Hardin-Simmons University, and is currently pursuing a Doctor of Ministry degree.  He comes to Dripping Springs from First Baptist Church in Cisco, Texas where he will be missed.  Curry has also been a self-employed Christian Communicator since 1999, where he has preached in over 80 different churches; 30 full church revivals in diverse settings; served as camp pastor at 20 camps and led as the speaker at 18 evangelistic ally events.  Curry was raised in the ministry by his parents, Dr. Dan and Alicia Curry, who led him to Christ at an early age.  Craig committed his life to Christian service when he was fifteen years old and began preaching as a sophomore in college.

Curry’s wife, Fallon is in-progress at B.H. Carroll Theological Institute working on a PhD in Ministry and Formation.  Prior to coming to Dripping Springs, Fallon served as a marketing assistant at Cisco Junior College.   Fallon is looking forward to being a new Mom in January.
